The physical geography of the UK varies greatly. England consists of mostly lowland terrain, with
upland or mountainous terrain only found north-west of the Tees-Exe line. The upland areas include

the Lake District, the Pennines, North York Moors, Exmoor and Dartmoor. The lowland areas are

typically traversed by ranges of low hills, frequently composed of chalk, and flat plains.

scotland is the mast mountainous country in the UK and its physical geography Is distinguished by
the Highland Boundary Fault which traversesthe 5cottish mainland from Helensburgh to Stonehaven.
The faultline separates the two distinctively different regions of the Highlands to the north and west,

and the Lowlands to the south and east.

The Highlands are predominantly mou ntainous, containing the majority of scotland's mountainous
landscape, while the Lowlands contain flatter land, especially across the Central Lowlands, with
upland and mountainous terrain located at the Southern Uplands.

Wales s mostly mountainous, though south Wales is less mountainous than nerth and mid Wales.

Northern Ireland consists of mostly hilly landscape and its geography includes the Mourne

The Great Fire of London was a major conflagration that swept through the central parts of thel
city of London, from Sunday, 2 September to Wednesday, 5 September 1666. G

The fire gutted the medieval City of London inside the old Roman city wall. it threatened, but
reach, the aristocratic district of Westminster, Charles Il's Palace of Whitehall, and most of |
the suburban slums. It consumed 13,200 houses, 87 parish churches, St Paul's Cathedral
and most of the buildings of the City authorities. It is estimated to have destroyed the. .;‘
homes of 70,000 of the City's 80,000 inhabitants. i

The death toll is unknown but tradittunéityrthuught to have been small, as only
six verified deaths were recorded. This reasoning has recently been g
challenged on the grounds that the deaths of poor and middle-
class people were not recorded, while the heat of the fire may
have cremated many victims leaving no recognisable remains,
