The UK lies between the North Atlantic and the North Sea,
and comes within 35 km (22 mi) of the northwest coast of
France, from which it is separated by the English Channel.

It shares a 499 km international land boundary with the
Republic of Ireland. The Channel Tunnel bored'beneath the
English Channel, now links the UK with France.

The physical geography of the UK varies greatly. England consists of mostly lowland terrain, with
upland or mountainous terrain only found north-west of the Tees-Exe line. The upland areas include
the Lake District, the Pennines, North York Moors, Exmoor and Dartmoor. The lowland areas are

typically traversed by ranges of low hills, frequently composed of chalk, and flat plains.
